2024 ARCHAEOLOGICAL FIELD SCHOOL SCHOLARSHIP APPLICATION

The Ohio Archaeological Council is a private, non-profit corporation registered with the State of Ohio in 1975 as a charitable, scientific, and educational organization promoting the advancement of archaeology in Ohio. The Ohio Archaeological Council consists of professional archaeologists, avocational archaeologists, and interested students of Ohio archaeology. Membership is open to all persons and institutions with an interest in Ohio archaeology. 
In 2024, the Ohio Archaeological Council will award one $750 field school scholarship to a student registered or enrolled in a 2024 archaeological field school operating within the State of Ohio. The Ohio Archaeological Council will consider applications from either undergraduate or graduate students participating in either academic or non-academic archaeological field schools. Applicants must be an active and registered student at a college or university. Students whose field school fees are already fully funded through tuition remission, grants, stipends, or other scholarships will not be considered.

There are three parts to the application. First is completion of the application form (below) soliciting baseline information on the applicant. Second is submittal of a brief essay outlining the applicant’s research interests, aspirations, and scholarship need. Third is a letter of support from the field school director briefly outlining why they believe the student should be considered for the scholarship.

Applicant Essay

The essay should not exceed 750 words. The essay should highlight the applicant’s research interests in archaeology, reasons for participating in the field school, and the necessity of the scholarship. All applicants will stress financial need, so emphasis should be placed on the applicant’s research interests and aspirations.

Letter of Support
A letter of support from the Field School Director must be included as part of the application process. The letter must include the name of the applicant, the name of field school and when and where it will occur, and address the applicant’s qualifications, strengths, and need (if known by the Director). The letter must be sent electronically as an attached file by the Field School Director to Kevin Schwarz kschwarz@ascgroup.net. 
Application Deadline

Completed application form, essay, and letter of support must be submitted by May 16, 2025 or within two weeks of the start date of the field school (sooner is better).  Notification of the scholarship will be made no later than the week of May 30, 2025.

Application Submittal

The application form and essay must be attached as separate Word or PDF files. The letter of support should be sent separately by the Field School Director.
